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converted on their 2 pt conv and UI was sk’d for an 11 yd loss...New Mexico St had a 346-296 yd edge 
vs Utah St and 22-17 FD edge. USt benefi tted from 84 and 68 yd KR’s by Williams which set up 10 
and 12 yd TD drives. USt did lead 24-20 when NMSt was SOD on 4&3 at their 27. USt knelt 3x losing 
6 yds and on the fi nal pay of the game, ran out of the back of the EZ eating up the fi nal :08 for a 
safety and a 27-22 fi nal...An interesting factor in last week’s Arkansas/South Carolina game is that the 
game had zero baring on SC’s chances at a BCS bowl or SEC Championship. Win or lose, what SC 
did the next week vs Florida would determine their post season destinations. SC was competitive 
early but left some key pts left off the board in the 1H. Mid-2Q trailing 10-7 they had a FD at the Ar-
kansas 6 but had a 29 yd FG that bounced off the upright. At the end of the half with :13 left SC got a 
3 yd TD pass to make it 24-14 but a questionable offensive pass interfer call took the pts off the board 
and they settled for a 29 yd FG. With RB Lattimore banged up and the big game on deck, Spurrier 
decided to sit him most of the 2H. Trailing 41-10 SC brought in backup QB Shaw as Garcia was pulled 
and he led SC down to the Ark11 but took a late hit OOB and 3rd string QB Strickland would lose 1 yd 
and they settled for a 31 yd FG. The stadium was half empty by the end of the game but once again 
meant much more to Ark than it did to SC...There were plenty of interesting things to come out of the 
Kansas St/Texas game. UT fi nished with 23-13 FD and 412-270 yd edges. Collin Klein was a surprise 
QB starter for KSU and ran for 127 yds while hitting 2-4-9 yds. UT starting QB Garrett Gilbert threw 5 
int’s and UT was also stopped on a fake punt and fake FG in the game. KSU would have scoring “drives” 
of -1, 9 and 14 yds. UT was also int’d in the EZ from the 11. KSU’s fi nal scoring drive summed up the 
day for UT as on 3&4 a pers foul gave KSU a FD. KSU punted 4pl later and roughing the P gave them 
a FD and they got a TD 2pl later. UT blk’d the xp but KSU picked it up and ran it in for 2 to lead 39-0 
before UT scored a TD with 12:55 left then went on a 70/16pl drive for a TD with :31 left...Air Force won 
its fi rst Commander-In-Chief’s Trophy in 8 years. It was the 17th time they’ve won the Award and Navy 
had won the last 7. AF won for the 7th straight time in Michie Stadium. Army came in as the only team 
in the country which had not thrown an int but trailing 14-13, Steelman threw one in the fi nal minute of 
the half which was ret’d 32 yds to the Army23 and AF got a 2 yd TD run with :13 left in the half for a 
21-13 lead. Later, with the game at 28-16, AF got a 53 yd FR TD. AF only outrushed Army 277-244 and 
Army actually had a 19-18 FD edge...Minnesota played a decent game vs Michigan St as they were 
only outFD’d 16-14 and outgained 320-267. UM missed a 32 yd FG and was SOD on 4&1 at the MSU41 
early 2Q. MSU twice in the 1H went for it on 4th & gl. The fi rst got them a 1 yd TD run with 6:03 left in 
the half, the 2nd with no time left resulted in a Baker 2 yd TD run and the daring calls made it 21-0 at 
half instead of just 13-0. UM got to the MSU12 and was int’d in the EZ and at the end of the game, UM 
was SOD on 4&1 at the MSU25...For the 2nd straight year Indiana almost upset Iowa. The story of the 
game was each team driving the length of the fi eld and consistently settling for FG’s. Iowa had a 66/10pl 
drive for a 23 yd FG, Indy went 59/8pl for a 37 yd FG, Iowa had drives of 11 and 12 plays result in a 
short 27 yd FG and a missed 22 yd FG. Indiana went on 8 & 12 pl drives for 38 and 28 yd FG’s and was 
also int’d at the Iowa18 in a 6-6 1H. Indy broke through with a TD late 3Q, 13-9 but punted at the Iowa42 
on 4&3 with 3:46 left up 13-12 and Iowa got a 52 yd TD pass with 2:50 left. Indy got to the Iowa18. On 
4&10 they had an open rec in the EZ but he dropped the TD pass and Indy just missed the upset...
Clemson fmbl’d 5x losing 2, threw an int, had a TD called back on holding and missed 2 short FG’s. 
NCSt had a 30 yd FG blk’d and was int’d in the EZ. CU got a TD with 6:18 left for the 14-13 lead and 
NC was SOD on 4&10 at its own 26 with 1:50 left...Florida started out slow as it was 44˚ at their 11:21 
am CT start vs Vanderbilt but the Gators would heat up and had 480-109 yd and 24-7 FD edges. There 
were actually 3 blk’d punts, 2 ret’d for TD’s and another set up a 3 yd TD “drive”. UF blk’d 2 of the punts 
and earned 14 pts while VU earned 7 off of it. It is also possible that UF Jordan Reed won the starting 
QB job as he hit 11-19-120 and QB’d almost the entire 2H. UF led 41-0 at half and delivered an easy 
4’★ winner for us...Louisville was without starting QB Froman and RB Powell but Justin Burke hit 13-
25-143 yds and Jeremy Wright and Victor Anderson combined to rush 29x for 143 yds. Surprisingly UL 
was able to knock off Syracuse on the road. SU had a 194-106 yd edge at half and led 17-14. UL went 
on 60/10pl and 90/12pl drives for TD’s to open the 3Q to take a 28-20 lead. Their last drive started with 
5:01 left and went 9pl running out the clock...Purdue gave QB Sean Robinson his fi rst start and he hit 
19-38-141 yds and rushed 12x for 31 yds but his 3 int’s were the key to UW getting the cover. PU actu-
ally led 10-6 at the half with a 173-126 yd edge. PU’s O-line was controlling UW’s D-line on a late drive. 
The key to UW’s 3 TD win was three 2H int’s. PU’s 3rd pass of the 2H was int’d and ret’d 14 yds to the 
18. Five plays later UW had a TD. UW led just 20-13 when with 9:27 left they got an IR 26 yds to the 14. 
Two plays later PU was int’d and ret 36 yds for a TD and UW stunningly led by 21. PU was SOD on the 
UW25 with 5:50 left and UW got 3 FD’s running out the clock.  Cont. on page 2
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NEWS AND NOTES - WEEK 11, 2010
NEWS AND NOTES: The Georgia Tech/Virginia Tech game had a lot of interesting storylines. First, 
VT had an extra week to prepare for the option and it didn’t really show as they allowed TD’s on GT’s 
fi rst 2 drives. A crucial play happened late 1H. VT had been picked off in the EZ and then fmbl’d a punt 
at midfi eld and GT was about to take a 21-7 lead when Nesbitt on 3&gl from the 6 was int’d at the 1. 
On the play Nesbitt tried to make the tackle and suffered an arm inj which put him out the rest of the 
game and it was 14-7 at the half. GT’s Washington came into the game with 12 rush att on the season 
and 3 passes. He would hit 2-7-80 and rushed 11x for 45 yds. Nesbitt, who had 86 yds rushing on 6 
att and before the inj, became the ACC’s all-time leading rusher at QB. GT was SOD on 4&2 at the 
VT45 and VT went 55/8pl for a TD to tie it then drove 63/11pl for a TD and the lead, 21-14. Washington 
led GT 80/9pl getting a TD with 2:34 left but VT ret’d the ensuing KO for a TD. GT got to the VT17 but 
was int’d in the EZ on 2&11...In what may have been a preview for the CUSA Title game, UCF jumped 
out to a 20-10 lead vs Houston and their fi rst 2 drives they were SOD at the UH15 on 4&3 and fmbl’d 
at the UH2. The D did get the latter one back as they got 15 yd IR TD 4pl later. It was 23-10 at the half 
with UCF having a 338-224 yd edge. UH actually opened the 3Q with 73/5pl and 80/9pl drives for TD’s 
and took the lead 24-23 but UCF would go 76/12pl and 62/5pl for TD’s while UH settled for a 34 yd FG 
which made it 37-27 (10:43 4Q). UCF got an int at the UH36 and added a 27 yd FG but UH got a TD 
with 5:46 left, 40-33 (missed xp). UCF went on a 9pl drive but missed a 39 yd FG with 1:53 left which 
would have clinched it. UH converted on 4&10 out to its 46 but after dropping a FD pass on 4&10, they 
were SOD...In the last two weeks on the Thurs and Fri games, amazingly three teams have fumbled 
the ball inside the opp’s 3 yd line with a chance to win the game. It happened to Florida St, W Virginia 
and last week W Michigan. In the WM/CM game, WM led 22-13 when CM got a TD with 12:45 left. WM 
got back up by 2 scores with an 18 yd TD run but it was called back on a hold. They would settle for a 
46 yd FG due to pen and missed it. CM got a TD with 6:04 left but WM answered right back. Trailing 
26-22, they had a 2nd & gl at the 3 but amazingly fmbl’d and CM rec’d at the 5...Miami, Fl rolled up 
504 yds despite not having their starting QB or RB thanks to their very talented reserves. Lamar 
Miller rushed for 125 yds and Stephen Morris hit 18-30-286. UM was int’d & ret’d 60 yds for a TD, 
settled for 33 and 31 yd FG’s but Maryland also settled for 27 and 23 yd FG’s. A key play happened in 
the 3Q when UM got a 55 yd FR TD which was wiped out by a face mask pen away from the play and 
MD got a 23 yd FG with 9:19 left to lead 20-18. UM got a 35 yd TD pass with :37 left and 2 pt conv but 
MD got to the UM30 and their pass to the EZ was just OOB and dropped on the fi nal play...Joe Pa-
terno was going for his 400th win and things did not look good as Northwestern got a TD with :56 left 
1H to take a 21-0 lead stunning the home crowd. Scores late in halves always produce momentum 
and PSU got one driving 90/9pl for a TD with :03 left to get back in it. PSU scored TD’s on their fi rst 4 
poss of the 3Q to roll to a 35-21 lead and NU dropped a TD pass in the EZ on 4&gl from the 9 with 
8:11 left and Paterno was able to celebrate. PSU did have a 528-369 yd edge...Navy set a Dowdy-
Ficklen Stadium record for pts scored by a team (EC or a foe) by piling up 76. The game was actually 
competitive as it was tied at 21 when Navy got a TD with :14 left 1H. EC fmbl’d the ball 3x in 6pl to open 
the 3Q as the game was played in rain. Navy got a 38 yd FG and TD drives of 29 & 21 yds. Leading 
48-28, Navy rec’d a fmbl and drove 49 yds for a TD and then EC was SOD at its 50 and Navy drove 7 
plays for a TD. Navy rec’d an onside kick to drive 36 yds for a TD and EC was SOD at its own 48 and 
Navy drove 48 yds for a TD with 3:14 left for the fi nal score. Navy’s 76 pts were the highest in program 
history surpassing the 74 they put up vs N Texas in 2007...Nebraska was playing without QB Taylor 
Martinez as well as his backup Zac Lee. Cody Green was only allowed to pass 4x in the 1H. Iowa St 
led 10-7 at the half thanks to a Grant Mahoney 57 yd FG with the wind was at his back. NU got a 25 
yd FG early 3Q then got a 29 yd IR TD to take the lead. After another int went 56/11pl for a TD to ap-
parently take control, 24-10 but ISU went 75/12pl for a TD and NU fmbl’d the KO and ISU got a TD to 

tie. In OT each team scored a TD. ISU faked an xp and 
had an open receiver in the EZ. If the holder hit him, it 
would have been a 2 pt conversion but it was slightly 
behind him and the safety was able to int it and NU 
survived...Denard Robinson DNP after the 3Q of 
Michigan’s shoot out vs Illinois. It was the highest scor-
ing game in the history of UM football but they needed 
3OT’s to get to 67-65. It was 31-31 at half, also the 
highest total in UM history. UM fi nished with a 676-561 
yd edge. After each team scored a TD in all 3OT, UM

Bray (126 ypg, 55%, 7-3) 
won the job over Simms (162, 58%, 8-5) and helped UT snap a 4 gm losing streak. UM is off a 43-21 
win over ULL (+29’ was a 2★ Small Coll Winner for us) in which QB Masoli (169 ypg, 57%, 12-7, #2 
rush 446, 4.8) left in the 1Q with a concussion (CS). UT is 1-3 SU and 0-4 ATS at home vs FBS tms 
TY.

1st time S/’44-’48. LY Aub jumped out to a 14-0 lead scoring on its 1st 2 poss (156-(-2) yd edge at 
that point), but GA (-4) rallied for a 31-24 win. GA broke up an Aub pass at the goal line to preserve 
the win. The visitor is 11-6 ATS but the HT has covered 3 in a row. Last time here UGA (-9’) scored 
a 4Q TD then held Aub on a 4&1 at the GA14 for a 17-13 win. GA took a break from conf play LW 
with a 55-7 win over Idaho St which should help them get past their disappointing OT loss to FL. QB

Both are 
coming off tough road losses as they both lost leads in the fi nal :45 as UVA led Duke 48-47 before 
all’g a 35 yd TD run in a 55-48 loss, while the Terps had a 20-18 lead before the Hurricanes scored on 
a 35 yd TD pass to snatch a 26-20 win. UVA QB Verica is avg 231 ypg (58%) with a 13-10 ratio and 
LW passed for 4 TD and a schl record 417 yds but he also threw 3 int that Duke conv into 2 TD and a 
FG. RB’s Payne (673 yd) and Jones (557) are both avg 5.0 ypc. UM QB O’Brien is avg 142 ypg (53%) 
with a 14-4 ratio and his fav target has been WR Smith (37, 16.1). The Terps are just 3-8 ATS as an 
AF (0-4 ATS L/5Y), while the Cavs are 9-5 in home fi nales but just 1-5 the L/6Y. This is UM’s 4th AG 
in 5 wks and the Terps will be looking for just their 2nd win in their L/10 trips to Charlottesville. 
W VIRGINIA 27 Cincinnati 17 - The HT is 1-6-1 ATS in the series. WV is 7-2-1 SU hosting UC but 
has dropped 2 of the L/3 but by just a comb 5 pts. The L/3 in this series have been decided by 3.7 
ppg incl LY’s 24-21 win by UC (-9’).

UCF 37 Southern Miss 23 - After LW’s 7 pt victory over Hou (QB Godfrey 399 ttl yds), UCF has 
now covered 12 of their L/13 regular ssn gms and remain the only CUSA tm w/o a conf loss in ‘10 
(11 straight conf wins). SM took care of a feisty Tulane group LW (outFD’d 28-17 and outgained 
402-358) as they scored the fi nal 16 pts of the gm after going into the 4Q deadlocked at 30. LY SM 
jumped out to a 14-0 lead after the 1Q and ply’d w/a DD lead for most of the 2H. SM is 2-0 in Orlando 
and in ‘08 after falling behind 6-0 held UCF to just 90 yds in the fi nal 3Q’s. A big matchup here will 
be a SM off that has scored 40+ pts in each of the L/5 gms vs a UCF def that is #1 in CUSA (#18 
nationally) all’g just 308 ypg. SM is just 1-4 ATS as a conf AD over the L/5Y while the Knights are 
9-3-1 ATS as a conf HF and will continue their likely run to the CUSA Title here this week. 
Syracuse 20 RUTGERS 17 - The HT is 10-2 ATS in the series. The winner the L/4Y has won by 18+ pts 
and outgained the losing tm by at least 172 yds (+262 avg ypg). LY Syr tied a school record with 9 sks 
and held Rut to 130 yds despite playing with a scholarship depleted team. LY’s 31-13 win by SU (+9’) 
snapped a 4 gm RU win streak in the series but RU has won 3 str at home by 22 ppg. Syr has won all 3 
of their BE road gms TY SU/ATS, but hasn’t been a BE AF S/’04. Rut is 11-6 ATS as a BE HD. SU is off a 
28-20 home loss to L’Ville in which they were outgained 303-256 despite facing a UL tm w/o its starting 
QB and RB.

Iowa was up 10-0 LY before 
NW took adv of four 2Q TO (incl FR TD on play Stanzi was KO’d) and held the Hawks to just 121 
yds in the fi nal 3Q’s. LW the Hawks needed a 52 yd TD pass with 2:50 left to take the lead and Indy 
dropped a TD pass with :28 left in an 18-13 win in which Iowa had a 445-313 yd edge. QB Stanzi 
(246, 68%, 20-3) is #2 NCAA pass eff. #1 rusher Robinson (806, 4.7) DNP vs Indy due to a concus-
sion (CS) but true Fr Coker had 129 (5.9). Iowa is #19 pass eff D. Despite missing a 27 yd FG the 
Cats led PSU 21-0 before the Lions rallied 35-21 for Paterno’s 400th win.

The Boilers led Wisky 10-6 at HT before coming undone as 
their 4 TO’s set the Badgers up with 24 pts incl a 36 yd IR TD as PU had a 17-15 FD edge and the 
yds were even at 303. True Fr QB Robinson hit 19-38 for 141 with 3 int in his 1st start. The Boilers 
continue to lead the B10 in sk and tfl ’s led by DE Kerrigan, who is #2 NCAA in tfl . UM is 0-3 ATS as 
a conf AF but take care of business vs punchless Purdue.

W MICHIGAN 41 E Michigan 17 - WM is 15-3 (9 gms 
decided by single digits) S/’92 vs EM. LY EM led 7-0 but 
6 TO’s resulted in 21 of WM’s 35 pts.

14.3) for the yr but Adams (571, 17.3) ret’d LW from an ankle inj and should be healthier here. UTEP 
clinched bowl elig LW for the 1st time since ‘05 with their 28-14 upset of SMU (+7) despite being 
outgained 359-319. QB Vittatoe is avg 226 ypg (55%) with a 19-8 ratio. ‘09 AA RB Buckram (316, 4.5) 
has missed time with inj TY (43 yds LW) and Banyard is the tm’s top rusher (418, 5.3). The Miners are 
3-11 ATS vs BCS schools and 0-3 as a 20+ pt dog. Ark’s only losses came vs then-#1 Bama on the 
road and to current 10-0 Auburn, but this is probably a letdown spot for them.
NOTRE DAME 24 Utah 23 - First meeting. Utah has only played 6 gms in the eastern time zone the L/20Y 
and has gone 4-2 in those incl an upset of Mich, 25-23 in ‘08. UT was embarrassed 47-7 by TCU, with 
GameDay on hand, at home LW. The game got out of hand quickly as TCU had a 328-72 yd edge at half 
and was up 23-0. UT’s only TD came on a very questionable 19 yd rec as replays showed Asiata’s knee 
was down at the 3.

NAVY 45 C Michigan 21 - The only previous meeting was a 63-34 Navy (-20) win in ‘03 in Annapolis. 
Navy is 4-3 SU but just 1-6 ATS vs the MAC. CM has clinched their 1st losing ssn S/’04 and are off a 
come from behind win over rival WM as they won 26-22 (-3) after trailing 22-13 in the 4Q and being 
outgained as they benefi tted from 4 WM fmbl’s incl 1 at the CM2 with 1:37 left. Navy clinched its Poin-
settia Bowl bid with a record setting 76-35 win over EC despite having just a 596-567 yd edge as they 
had 6 TD drives of 51 yds or less. Navy has the off edge (#59-103) and a slight def edge (#76-81). 
CM is allowing 4.2 ypc rush while Navy is avg 4.8 ypc. Navy QB Dobbs is avg 119 ypg (51%) with a 
7-4 ratio and is the #1 rusher with 552 (3.2). Top RB Tiech has 482 (5.5). CM QB Radcliff is avg 264 
(59%) with a 14-16 ratio while RB Cotton leads with 627 (4.7). 
TULANE 30 Rice 27 - These schools have avg 64 ppg in their 5 CUSA meetings. LW’s loss to SM 
moves Tulane to 6-16 ATS in Nov the L/6Y as while they had their chances (tied 30-30 in 4Q), they 
all’d the fi nal 16 pts in the home defeat. Rice entered LW’s game vs Tulsa 5-0 ATS off a bye wk but 
after jumping out to a 7-0 lead, they were destroyed 64-27 as Tulsa put up 612 yds of off incl over 400 
in the 1H.

TEXAS 31 Oklahoma St 28 - UT has dominated this series winning 12 in a row. The last and only time 
UT lost to OSU in Austin was in 1944! UT was outgained LY by OSU but won the TO battle 5-1 (41-14, 
-9’). OSU is 6-1 SU/ATS on the road L/2Y. These tms come in on opposite ends of the spectrum as 
OSU KO’d South leading Baylor 55-28 (OSU led 41-7) with a 725-464 yd edge while, thanks to 5 TO’s, 
UT lost their 3rd straight and 5th out of 6, 39-14 (trailed 39-0!). Unbelievably, UT had 23-13 FD and 
412-270 yd edges as the Cats threw for just 9 yd and their longest drive of the day was 54 yd as Gilbert 
threw 5 int to make him the NCAA’s lowest rated full-time QB. UT is #21 NCAA pass eff and held the 
similar off’s of TT to 144 yd (ssn low) and Baylor (328-2nd lowest). OSU welcomed back the NCAA’s 
#1 rec Blackmon (75, 17.1, 15 TD) from his susp as he had 242 off yd and 2 TD in the romp. RB Hunter 
(1240, 6.1) is #3 NCAA rush and QB Weeden (331, 67%, 26-9) is #2 NCAA pass. OSU is #36 pass eff 
D. Led by their huge D edge (#5-46), UT stops the bleeding as they are a HD for the 1st time S/’99.

OU.The HT has won 6 str. LY TT laid it on OU 41-13 (+6’) with a 549-310 yd edge in Lubbock. OU had 
won the previous yr here 65-21 (-7). Despite a 29-17 FD edge OU all’d a safety on the 1st play, a 100 
yd KR TD to open the 2H, was SOD on 4&gl from the 1 twice and on 4th&gl from the 2 in a 33-19 loss 
to the Ags. OU also dropped a sure TD pass on a fake FG at the A&M32 and missed a 36 yd FG as 
they fell into a tie for 3rd place in the B12 South. QB Jones is #4 NCAA passing (355, 66%, 22-6). OU 
is #15 pass eff D. QB Potts came off the bench to hit two 4Q TD passes to rally the Raiders to a 24-17 
win over MO. TT had 29-14 FD and 485-355 yd edges but after allowing 69 and 71 yd TD runs, the D 
held QB Gabbert to just 12-30 for 95 yd and Raiders RB Batch had a career high 134 rush yd. OC said 
Potts and Sheffi eld (11-20 for 99 yd) would continue to split snaps. Raiders are #46 pass eff D. The 
Sooners are 16-7 ATS off a SU loss under Stoops and add to the NCAA’s longest home win streak. 
BAYLOR 37 Texas A&M 34 - A&M is 3-18 SU and 4-17 ATS S/’98 in Nov AG’s. The Ags are 21-2-1 vs 
Baylor but both losses have come in the L/3 trips to Waco incl ‘08 when A&M was outgained 510-308 
(Griffi n at QB 41-21, -8’). After losing 3 straight to ranked tms A&M is right back in the South race after 
their KO of the Sooners. The Ags led 9-0 with OU running 1 play and ret’d the 2H opening KO 100 yds 
as they stopped the Sooners on 4&gl 3x inside the 2 in a 33-19 win. QB Tanneyhill has been the spark 
as he’s avg’d 276 ypg (68%) with a 9-3 ratio taking over for Pressn B12 OPY Johnson. A&M is #11 
pass eff D. BU came back to earth in 55-28 loss at OKSt in which they trailed 41-7 late 3Q and were 
outgained 725-464! B12 ttl offense leader QB Griffi n (286, 66%, 20-6 ratio, 416 rush) was contained 
by the Cowboys who held him without a TD for the 1st time TY.

Minus their top 2 QB’s Martinez (ply’d 1 snap, ankle) and Lee (shldr) 
the Huskers blew a 24-10 HT lead and needed to int a fake xp pass on a 2 pt conv try in OT to beat 
ISU, 31-30. #3 QB Green hit just 7-12 for 79 as the Huskers ran on 21 of their 1st 24 plays and were 
outgained 360-314 and outFD’d 24-15. Martinez is #2 B12 pass eff (145, 60%, 9-3 ratio in sts) and

the ground in their 24-13 win over Vandy. UK held Vandy to 1 FD and 31 yds after halftime with Vandy 
only having the ball for 6:56 in the 2H.

MIA had 4 TO’s with 3 inside the 
TEN 35 incl 1 in OT that set up a 46 yd FG by Bironas for the win. TEN returns from its bye (6-2 ATS) 
having essentially swapped WR Britt (23 rec 18.9) for Moss (22 rec 14.2) to provide the deep threat to 
take pressure off RB Johnson (90 ypg 4.1). Unlike MIN, TEN runs a very straightforward and simplifi ed 
offense and Fisher was very confi dent that Moss would be able to mesh into the system.

BAL dominated MIA more than the 26-10 score shows as they never punted, picked Henne 
off 3 times and had a 2-1 rush edge. ATL is now 17-1 SU (12-5-1 ATS) at home with Ryan at the helm.

BUF who has allowed 18 
sacks TY (22nd) will have a rookie UFA (Cord Howard, GT) in his 3rd start at RT vs the #4 pass rush with 
Suh leading all NFL DT’s with 6.5 sacks. Do have to appreciate the energy that Fitzpatrick has brought to 
the Bills offense putting up 391 ypg the L3 (2-0-1 ATS) and remember this team led at Baltimore 34-24, 
lost at KC in OT and led with under 7:00 to go LW. Detroit has also impressed covering 5 straight but 
they’ve also lost 5 straight ATS on the road when the line in under a TD. If the Lions are an AF that adds 
another dynamic as they’ve been in that role only once in 5 seasons (lost 34-21, -3).
TAMPA BAY 17 Carolina 7 - TB beat CAR 20-7 (3 pt AD) in a game with even yardage the CAR’s 3 TO’s 
and a goal line stand in the 4Q proved to be the difference. TB was stout vs Moore who had 125 yds (38%) 
with a 1-1 ratio before being pulled for Clausen. Freeman played effi cient ball with 178 yds (50%) and 2 TD’s 
as CAR was held to 38 yds rushing (2.2) in the 2H. TB is 0-5 ATS hosting a DIV foe and 1-4 ATS as a fav. 
CAR has been outgained by 105 ypg on the road (29th) (-4 TO’s) and the offense has only scored on 5 of 
33 drives (4 TD, 1 FG). Already beset by the lack of talent CAR was hit by injuries LW on offense as Moore 
(shoulder) and RB Stewart (concussion) were KO’d by injuries along with MLB Dan Connor (hip). Clausen 
was so bad LW (47 yds 44% 0-1) that he was pulled for #3 QB Pike (47 yds 50% 0-0) halfway thru the 4Q. 
This is TB’s lone home game in a 5 week span. They are only avg 13.5 ppg at home where they have been 
outgained by 77 ypg (27th) (+2 TO’s). 4 of their 5 wins have been by 3 or less and the only other DD victory 
was vs CAR in Wk 2. TB took ATL to the limit LW thanks to an 89 yd KR and a 89/12pl drive that was SOD 
after 2 rush att’s by Blount inside the ATL 5.

Kansas City 17 DENVER 14 - The road team has covered 3 straight in the series and posted 44 pts in 
each game LY.

ARK ST 41 Wku 24 - ASU is 2-1-1 vs WKU but LY was the 1st meeting S/’52. LY ASU trailed 20-10 
heading into the 4Q but had 2 FR TD’s and held WKU to just six 4Q yds in Hilltoppers HC Elston’s 
last gm. Ark St is 8-13 ATS as SBC fav but 3-0 TY. ASU had 4 extra days off after upsetting MT 51-24 
(+1’) thanks to 7 MT TO’s as ASU had 4 TD drives start inside MT terr and fi nished with a 493-382 yd 
edge. ASU is 4-1 in home fi nales and needs every game to have a shot at their fi rst bowl S/’05. WKU 
fell to FAU 17-16 (+2’) despite a 268-215 yd edge. ASU has the off edge (#79-110) as QB Aplin is 
avg 259 ypg (61%) with a 15-8 ratio. RB Lawson leads with 414 (4.5). WKU QB Jakes is avg 150 ypg 
(54%) with an 8-5 ratio, while RB Rainey leads with 1,090 (4.7). Vs 4 comm opp ASU is 3-1 SU/ATS 
with a 416-360 yd edge while WKU is 1-3 SU and 2-2 ATS being outgained 326-323. 
TROY 34 Fiu 24 - This will be for the SBC lead. Troy is 6-0 SU (+112 ypg) vs FIU but the avg win by 11 ppg 
has them 1-4 ATS. While Troy has the off edge (#52-83) FIU has the D edge (#71-88). Troy QB Robinson 
is avg 282 ypg (62%) with a 16-10 ratio while the RB duo of Harris (346, 6.8) and Southward (399, 4.5) 
lead. FIU QB Carroll avg 212 ypg (58%) with a 9-11 ratio while RB’s Perry (348, 4.4) and Harden (301, 4.0) 
lead. FIU led ULM 21-10 at HT but needed 2OT to pull out the 42-35 win despite being outgained 482-469. 
Against 2 common opp (ULM, NT) Troy was 1-1 SU and 0-2 ATS (outgained 430-414) while FIU was 2-0 
SU and 1-1 ATS (475-384 yd edge). Troy is 49-5 SU at home S/’99 and takes command in the SBC.
MIDDLE TENN 31 N Texas 24 - MT is 4-0 SU/ATS vs NT (avg W by 28 ppg) and the fav is 6-2 ATS 
in the series. MT has an extra 4 days after losing to ASU thanks 7 TO’s. Vs their 3 common opp MT 
was 1-2 SU/ATS being outgained on avg 451-337 while NT was 0-3 SU and 1-2 ATS being outgained 
407-367. NT QB Dodge is avg 179 ypg (57%) with a 3-0 ratio in his 2 starts since ret from wrist surg 
(non-throwing). RB Dunbar leads with 923 (4.7). MT QB Dasher avg 178 ypg (56%) with a 3-10 ratio 
in 4 starts since being susp the fi rst 4. While NT has clinched a losing season, MT is still mathemati-
cally alive in the SBC and if they can stop self destructing could be bowl eligible.
FLORIDA ATL 27 Louisiana 20 - FAU is 4-1 SU and 5-0 ATS vs UL (3 str upsets) but the dog and visi-
tor are both 4-1 ATS in the series. The L/3Y (all OVER’s) these tms have comb to score 71, 69 and 80 
pts. LY FAU never trailed as they had a school record 624 yds scoring on 6 of their L/7 poss, ending with 
17 unanswered pts (51-29, +3). UL has clinched a losing season while FAU can still become bowl elig. 
Vs 3 common opp FAU is 1-2 SU and 0-3 ATS being outgained by an avg 360-297 while ULL is 2-1 SU/
ATS being outgained 414-380. ULL QB Mason was inj’d (CS) early vs Ohio, so bkup McGuire has avg 
262 (53%) with a 3-3 ratio in almost 2 full gms. FAU QB Van Camp is avg 195 (60.0%) with a 9-7 ratio 
while RB Morris leads with 619 (4.0). FAU has a solid defensive edge (#84-112) in this matchup.
LSU 34 Ulm 6 - ULM lost 49-7 (+34’) to #14 LSU in the only prior meeting (‘03). LSU is 34-0 vs current Sun 
Belt teams (45-4 avg MOV). LSU is off their huge upset of Bama with Ole Miss on deck. The L/2Y in SEC 
sandwich games LSU trailed Troy big in the 3Q and only beat LT by 8 (-22’). As you would expect LSU has 
huge edges on off (#50-107) and def (#8-95) and while LSU is 3-0 in non-conf gms TY, they are 0-3 ATS. 
ULM is 0-2 SU but 1-1 ATS vs the SEC TY. LSU rotates QB’s Jefferson (85 ypg, 55%, 3-8 ratio) who is the 
#2 rusher (308, 3.6) but he was inj’d late vs Bama (CS) and Lee (64 ypg, 68%, 2-1 ratio) could see more 
time. RB Ridley leads with 811 (4.6). ULM is off a heartbreaking 2 OT loss to FIU and this is their 4th AG in 
5 wks. ULM QB Browning is avg 231 ypg (64%) with a 12-8 ratio and is the top rusher with 306 (2.2). 
TUESDAY, November 16th
Ohio at TEMPLE - The HT has won and covered all 3 matchups. Temple is 11-5-1 ATS in home fi nales (3 
str SU wins by DD’s). Bobcats are 2-1 vs the Owls and have outgained Temple in each meeting by at least 
110+ yds (195 in ‘07, 124 in ‘08 and 116 LY). LY Ohio scored on its opening drive and never trailed as the 
win gave them the MAC East Crown. The winner will control its own destiny in the MAC East race. 
WEDNESDAY, November 17th 
Miami, Oh at AKRON - MU leads the series 13-5-1 SU (7-6-2 ATS) and has won 6 of the L/7 (4-2-1 
ATS) with the lone loss coming here in ‘06. The HT in this series has outgained the visitor in 8 of the 
L/9 by 125 ypg. Despite being MAC East foes, these two haven’t played S/’07 and it was lucky 7’s for 
the RedHawks as MU won 7-0 (-7) on a 7 yd FR TD after a sack in the 4Q marking the RedHawks’ 
only shutout in the L/7Y. Miami tries to remain in the mix of the MAC East race while UA looks to end 
its worst start (0-10) S/’94 when the Zips also lost their fi rst 10 gms. 
Bowling Green at TOLEDO - These two often talk about each other as “the school up north” and “the 
school down south” as the campuses are only 25 miles apart. BG has won and covered the L/3, its 1st 3 
gm win streak in the series S/’92-’94 but UT has won 6 of the L/7 SU vs BG in the Glass Bowl. The HT is 
10-2 SU & 8-2-1 ATS and the L/10Y these two have avg 65 ppg. UT is right in the thick of the MAC West 
race and has bowl aspirations while BG would love nothing more than to spoil its rival’s season.

VT has been outgained in 4 str in this series incl being held 
to an ACC ssn low 256 yds LY. NC is 1-5 SU and 3-3 ATS in this series since VT joined the ACC. LW 
UNC had 20-18 FD and 473-374 yd edges, but, after a FG, was only up by 2 when FSU ret’d the en-
suing KO 50 yds. FSU lined up for the GW 40 yd FG but pushed it wide right as UNC got ANOTHER 
outright upset for the PPH’s Big Dog. QB Yates threw for a schl rec’d 439 yd. VT is 9-1 SU and 9-0-1 
ATS their L/10 reg ssn Nov AG’s. LW VT battled back in a Thurs Night showdown vs GT. GT was 
threatening to go up 21-7 when VT picked off QB Nesbitt at the 2 and he was KO’d. It was tied at 21 
when VT’s Wilson got a 90 yd KR TD with 2:23 left. GT drove to the VT16 but the bkup QB’s pass was 
int’d for a TB. Confl icting technical spot with VT 14-4 as a conf AF and UNC 10-1 as a conf HD.
Usf 24 LOUISVILLE 20 - The HT is a perfect 7-0 SU/ATS overall in this series (avg win 20 ppg) that 
started in ‘03. UL has been outgained in each the L/3Y (-111 ypg) after outgaining USF the 1st 4 
matchups (+175 ypg). LY USF blew a DD 1H lead but scored 20 of the gm’s fi nal 26 pts for the DD 
win. LY vs UL QB Daniels became the 1st BE player ever to pass for 300+ and rush for 100+ in a 
single gm. UL has gone 5-7 SU and 3-9 ATS the L/4Y in BE home gms. UL (+5’) pulled a 28-20 upset 
of Syr LW without QB Froman (204 ypg, 61%, 11-4) and RB Powell (1067, 7.0, CS) and needs 1 
more win to be bowl elig for the 1st time since ‘06. USF has had extra time to prepare off a 28-27 win 
over Rut last Wed. USF had a 306-238 yd edge LW and also needs 1 win to be bowl elig. In 2007 we 
won our 5★ Coll GOY on USF (-16’) in their 41-10 win over Syr, will USF be in the 5★ mix again? 
TCU 41 San Diego St 13 - TCU has won 5 straight in the series (avg score 43-14, 3-2 ATS). LY TCU 
scored TD’s on 5 of their fi rst 6 poss. The Aztecs have put up 364 total yds COMB the L/2Y vs the 
Frogs. This is the Frogs FHG and they’re off a 47-7 annihilation of Utah with GameDay on hand in front 
of a “blackout” crowd. They built a 23-0 halftime lead with a huge 328-72 yd edge and the NCAA’s #1 
D is the only FBS team to hold every opp under 200 yds pass TY! They did allow just their 3rd TD in 
MWC play TY when Asiata took it in, but the replays showed his knee down at the 3. LW RB Hillman 
returned to form and put up 151 vs CSU in a 24-19 win becoming just the 3rd Aztec RB with 1,000 yds 
in his frosh ssn. QB Lindley is avg 270 ypg (54%) with a 16-9 ratio but the TCU D is a whole different 
ballgame. This is a rough game for TCU to catch coming off a week with everyone talking BCS, but 
Patterson (and most of these players) have been here before and know how to avoid the letdown.
AIR FORCE 48 New Mexico 17 - The HT is 9-3 SU but just 4-9 ATS in MWC play. LY QB Jefferson 
was inj’d early but the D forced 4 TO’s and held NM to just 10 FD’s. LTH NM led 10-0 and was about 
to go up 17-0 but fmbl’d and AF ret’d it 96 yds for the 14 pt swing. AF has now covered 6 in a row ATS 
(5-1 SU) in the series. Air Force is 11-4 ATS vs the MWC at home and this is their home fi nale. They 
captured their fi rst CIC Trophy since ‘02 with a 42-22 win over Army LW. Army jumped out to a 6-0 
lead but AF QB Jefferson threw for 53 and 63 yd TD’s and LB Waiwaiole got a 63 yd FR TD. LW NM 
got its 1st win of the season on a 38 yd FG with no time left. NM actually fi nished with a 23-20 FD 
edge but WY had a 536-430 yd edge. Bkup QB Godfrey hit 16-20 for 211 with a 2-0 ratio. While NM 
is feeling good after snapping a 9 gm losing streak, AF has all the edges and rolls.
Louisiana Tech 37 NEW MEXICO ST 20 - NMSt owns a 4-1 mark in Las Cruces having outscored 
LT by an avg of 21 ppg. The HT is 8-1 SU and 5-1 ATS. Since joining the WAC, NMSt is 1-4 SU vs 
LT but is 3-2 ATS and has covered 3 of the L/4. Both of these tms are coming off very similar losses. 
NMSt led USU 14-0 in the 1Q and had a 20-17 lead in the 4Q but fell 27-22, while LT led Fresno 
St 14-0 in the 1Q and held a 21-17 edge in the 4Q only to fall 40-34. Both of these off’s have fi nally 
settled into a rhythm behind their QB’s as NMSt’s Christian is avg 172 ypg (48%) with an 8-2 ratio, 
while LT’s Jenkins is avg 160 ypg (66%) with a 10-3 ratio. Tech’s Creer (773 yds, 5.3) could prove to 
be the difference maker here. Tech is only 1-6 SU (3-3 ATS) in WAC AG’s but the last win came right 
here in ‘08 in a 35-31 win (-6’) and look for the Bulldogs to come away with a win here. 
ARIZONA 38 Usc 28 - We used our College GOY on USC (-4) in ‘94 and they delivered a 45-28 win. 
After LY’s upset win in the Coliseum (21-17, +7), AZ has now covered 5 str vs USC (tms have avg 
just 30 pgg over L/4). The loss dropped USC to the Emerald Bowl while AZ got to play in the Holiday. 

Mississippi St (+14) over ALABAMA
These 2 schools are only 90 miles apart. LY MSU unveiled black jerseys before a stadium record 
crowd, but AL (-12) controlled in a 31-3 win. It was 17-3 in the 4Q before 2 one play TD drives. Miss 
St is 2-7 SU vs Bama but has won 2 of the last 4. MSU is 1-7 vs Saban-coached teams (0-5 vs 
LSU, 1-2 vs Bama). The home tm is 4-7 ATS and Ala is 11-22 ATS as an SEC HF. MSU is off a bye 
in which they dealt with the death of DE Nick Bell (cancer). MSU carries a 6 gm win streak and has 
already clinched their 1st bowl since ‘07. MSU QB Relf is avg 103 ypg (53%) with a 7-3 ratio and is 
the tm’s #2 rusher with 507 (4.1). UA is off a tough 24-21 loss to LSU in which they were outgained 
433-325 allowing 225 rush yds (5.0), the most all’d by Bama since ‘07. QB McElroy is avg 223 ypg 
(69%) with a 13-4 ratio but AL’s OL has allowed 25 sks (9.9%). Bama is 1-7 ATS off a SU loss under 
Saban. We used MSU as our College GOY in ‘92 and they delivered a winner, will this gm be in the 
GOY mix again?  FORECAST: Mississippi St 16 (+) ALABAMA 23
